· Mission:  Cleveland Architectural Interns is a non- profit organization who’s aim is to provide and circulate information to graduate architectural professionals working in the Cleveland area.  Focused on education and innovative opportunities CAi strives to provide unregistered architects and designers with a forum to discuss issues regarding the profession as it relates to us.  It is not necessary to be a member of the American Institute of Architects to take part in this organization.
· This nationally recognized contest is aimed at encouraging the greater community to explore the mental and physical process of good design.  Through this experimentation we hope to make people more active in their local community and globally as well. We challenge you to take the cultural stigmas out of the art, design and building design worlds.  We all should have an understanding of and a vested interest in these highly visible community symbols.

· By holding this contest, we give participants a voice and a personal reason to become a vital and more aware citizen as well as explore the limits of their creativity. 
· Our call for entries encourages experimentation.  Entries must consist predominately of photographic materials, but are not limited to this media alone. A number of creative modifications to the photographic medium are acceptable. For example: Diptychs, triptychs, hand painting, coloring, Polaroid transfers, collages, photographic sculpting, SX-70 manipulations, digital and 3-D work is all acceptable.  In this contest in particular we are also curious to see work prints showing the developmental process of the initial idea into the final image.  The key is to experiment!
· In an effort to reach new communities we hold the exhibition in a new location each year.  Previous galleries have included, Fruit Gallery, Gallery Nine, Collins Gordon Bostwick Gallery and on line at Opensewer.com.

· This juried exhibition features such critics as Jenny Jones (celebrated architectural photographer), Walt Seng (professional photographer) Kathleen Caokly (Malrite Company), Lillian Kuri (Cleveland Public Art), Bob Bennett, Robert Banks (Filmmaker) and Deborah Pinter (of the Akron Art Museum).

· The success of last years event lead to a auxiliary exhibition and a grant from the Massillon Museum of Art to design a site specific installation to augment he contest imagery.
